ORDER RESTRICTING VEHICULAR USE
AND WEIGHT UPON THE ROADS
ST. JOSEPH COUNTY, INDIANA

By the Authority invested in me by virtue of St. Joseph County, Indiana Ordinance 66-
97!, commonly known as the “Seasonal Weight Limits” or “Frost Law” ordinance, restrictions
upon vehicular weight and vehicular use of county roads as outlined herein under the authority of
the St. Joseph County Ordinance, are NOW IN EFFECT as of this date and time upon my
determination that climatic conditions are presently such that substantial damage will occur to
the St. Joseph County Roads stated herein by use of vehicles in excess of eight (8) tons (16,000

pounds) in gross weight on the following roads:

As of 9/4/13, the
St. Joseph County Board of Commissioners merged the Highway Department with the Engineering Department
establishing a Public Works Department, eliminated the Highway Commissioner position and transferred all duties
to the Head of the Public Works Department (County Engineer).
